Visitors interested in purchasing gold coins (rare or such as) Kruger Rand can visit the Cape Gold Coin Exchange in Darling Street; http://www.krugerrandsa.co.za , or Investgold, http://www.investgold.co.za/aboutus.html at Century City; although the preferred supplier of these is the SA Mint in Midrand, north of Johannesburg. The “Scoin” shops at the major airports too, sell SA gold coins at reasonable prices. Banks in South Africa do not trade in gold coins.

Visitors specifically interested in raw as well as polished semi-precious (and precious) stones of Southern Africa can visit the Mineral World at Scratch Patch in Simonstown; http://www.scratchpatch.co.za , although high quality jewellery is also available. During working hours a factory tour can be arranged.   

At midday we stop at a convenient location for a light lunch, if required. Many of the stores offer coffee, juice or even sparkling wine.
